Archbishop Myers Issues Call for Prayer and
Political Action to End Conflictin the Holy Land

Inresponse to both the recent bloodshed in Israel and
Gaza and today’s collapse of a possible ceasefire to
ease tensions in the area, The Most Reverend John J.
Myers, Archbishop of Newark, called on all people of
faith and conscience to pray for an end to hostilities
and the beginning of constructive talks to a peaceful
solution to the strife and to unrestin the Holy Land.

Echoing the words of St. Pope John XXIlI “that all men
and women of good will are bound by the task of pur-
suing peace,” Archbishop Myers said: “It is imperative
that we pray that our leaders in Washington and
other nations in the world have the wisdom to seek
peaceful solutions to violent conflicts. We must also
pray that they be strong in undertaking the human-
itarian efforts needed to end the suffering of the vic-
tims of this violence”

The Archbishop also said that “no one benefits when
Israelis or Palestinians die. Itis critical that the world’s
powers work to find a political solution that ensures
notonly physical safety, but also a future that secures
human rights, religious freedom and economic op-
portunity forall in Israel and Palestine.”

IHlluminating the Word: The St ]ohn sBible

Open since June 2 and continuing through Octo-
ber 2014 at the Knights of Columbus Museum,
[lluminating the Word: The Saint John's Bible
showcases the first handwritten and hand-illus-
trated Bible to be commissioned by a Benedic-
tine monastery in 500 years.

[lluminating the Word presents 68 original pag-
es from all seven volumes of The Saint John's Bi-
ble along with tools, sketches, materials and rare
books.

Beginningin1996, the community of SaintJohn's
Abbey and University started planning and
working on The Saint John's Bible. The work of
creating the Bible was directed by a committee
of theologians, artists and scholars known as the
Committee on lllumination and Text. The actual
pages were created by a team of 23 professional
scribes, artists and assistants in a scriptorium in
Wales, under the artistic direction of renowned
Western calligrapher Donald Jackson.

This unique undertaking combines a centu-
ries-old tradition of craftsmanship with the
latest capabilities of computer technology and

electronic communication. The words are hand-
written onvellum (calfskin) using hand-cut quills
fashioned from turkey, swan or goose feathers,
and ancient inks hand-ground from natural
minerals and stones such as lapis lazuli, mala-
chite and vermillion. The pages are illuminated
with the brilliance of 24-karat gold leaf, silver
leaf and platinum. The complete work includes

1,127 handwritten pages and more than 160 ma-
jor artworks. This exhibition is made possible
through the collaborative efforts with the Hill
Museum & Manuscript Library (HMML) at Saint
John's Abbey and University in Collegeville, Minn.
