The Archdiocese  

Addresses Victims’ Concerns

The Archdiocese takes very seriously the needs of 

victims who approach the Church seeking healing 

from abuse.   In addition to offering counseling 

and other support services, in appropriate cases, 

the Archdiocese provides reasonable compen-

sation to those victims seeking a financial settle-

ment of their civil claim, even after the statute 

of limitations has lapsed.   Settlements are not 

confidential unless requested by the victim, and 

may include funding for continued psychological 

counseling.

 The Archdiocese's general liability insurance cov-

erage is the sole source of funds used to pay abuse 

settlements.  Although the Archdiocese, parishes 

and schools pay premiums to purchase insurance, 

no parish or school assets, Archdiocesan assets or 

Annual Appeal or other fundraising collections are 

used to pay civil claims related to abuse cases.

SEASON OF LOVE

The Commitment of the Incarnation

The news from all over the global has been pretty 

bleak recently from the unrest in the US to protests 

in Hong Kong; the ongoing conflicts in the Middle 

East to Ukraine's turmoil; the fight against ISIS to 

the continual battle against terrorists, there does 

not seem to be a real sense of joy but rather a veil 

of hatred between us human beings. One may even 

call it an Autumn of Hatred. Being a rather positive 

person, I always look for some redeeming quality 

or silver-lining in current events and situations. 

So luckily for us Christians, the seasons converge: 

our liturgical calendar with this Autumn of Hatred 

are both now barreling headlong into the joys of 

Christmas. So let us Rejoice!

There is only one solution for hatred, and that is 

love. But, not just a conditional love that tries its 

best to be good and to love. It is divine Love with a 

capital “L” – meaning God, who is Love. Understand-

ing that God is all-encompassing, omnipotent, om-

nipresent Love, brings increasing evidence of Love's 

presence in our human experience and its resulting 

effects of peace.

God expressed this Love ultimately through the In-

carnation of Jesus Christ, who faced and conquered 

intense hatred, instructed: “You have heard that 

it has been said, you shall love your neighbor, and 

hate your enemy. But I say to you, Love your ene-

mies, bless them that curse you, do good to them 

that hate you, and pray for them which despiteful-

ly use you, and persecute you” (Matthew 5:43, 44). 

This is a challenge because love stretches beyond 

our comfort. But Love walks with us in this chal-

lenge. 

Love is why we don't have to be afraid. Power lies 

in the fullness of God, who is Love. Hatred, which 

abides only in a false sense of ourselves as separate 

from Love. It is the power of Love that destroys hate. 

It is God that comforts and binds up all wounds, re-

solves conflicts, and brings harmony to our lives. 

We reflect Love as we conquer “selfish desires” sub-

duing hatred with kindness and charity. The act of 

Love is to go beyond our own self to assist others 

who are in need. The act of Love is to do something 

rather than nothing in face of hatred and danger. 

We may not all be able to take great action but 

for sure all of us can lift our view of ourselves and 

others higher to God's reality, we can begin to see 

that everyone is the offspring of Love, incapable of 

accomplishing anything opposed to Love's being. 

Then we can pray for ourselves and for others. Then 

we can take action in Love. 

This Christmas, let us subdue hatred by knowing 

that we have the ability to take the hand of the 

poor, the hated, the depressed, the lonely, the ne-

glected, the frustrated, the atheist, the other re-

ligions, and love everyone for who they truly are, 

human beings who are part of God's family.  Merry 

Christmas!
