SAFEGUARDING CHILDREN
AND ADDRESSING ABUSE:

The Archdiocese Addresses Victims’ Con-
cerns — The Archdiocese takes very
seriously the needs of victims who ap-
proach the Church seeking healing
from abuse. In addition to offering
counseling and other support services,
in appropriate cases, the Archdiocese
provides reasonable compensation to
those victims seeking a financial settle-
ment of their civil claim, even after the
statute of limitations has lapsed. Set-
tlements are not confidential unless re-
quested by the victim, and may include
funding for continued psychological
counseling.

The Archdiocese's general liability in-
surance coverage is the sole source of
funds used to pay abuse settlements.
Although the Archdiocese, parishes
and schools pay premiums to purchase
insurance, no parish or school assets,
Archdiocesan assets or Annual Appeal
or other fundraising collections are
used to pay civil claims related to abuse
cases.

Serve Others

We must resist temptations that distance us from our service to others. Instead, like
Jesus, we must serve without asking for anythingin return and avoid transforming our
service "into a power structure”, Pope Francis said in 2014.

In November 2014, the Pope based his
homily on the Gospel of the Day from
St Luke which recounts Jess parable
of the "unprofitable servant" Pope
Francis said it teaches us what service
means for a Christian. Jesus speaks of
a servant who, after working all day,
comes home and instead of resting
still has to serve his master:

"Some of us would advise this servant
to go to his trade union for some ad-
vice, on how to deal with a boss like
that. But Jesus said, 'No, service is to-
tal, because His path was this attitude
of service; He is a servant. He presents
himself as a servant, the one who
came to serve and not to be served:
He says so clearly. And so, the Lord
shows the Apostles the path of those
who have received the faith, that faith
which works miracles. Yes, this faith
will do wonders on the path of service".

The Pope added, a Christian who
receives this gift of faith in Baptism,
but who does not carry forward this
gift on the path of service, becomes a
Christian without strength, without
fertility". In the end, he warned, he
becomes "a Christian out for himself,
to serve himself" His is a "sad life" "the
many great things of the Lord" are
"wasted".

Pope Francis reaffirmed that the
Lord tells us that "service is total”, we

cannot serve two masters” either we
serve God or we serve riches. We may
distance ourselves from this "attitude
of service, first of all out of laziness,
which cools our hearts “making them
lukewarm, laziness makes us comfort-
able”.

"Laziness distances us from work and
leads us to this ease, this selfishness.
Many Christians are like this ... they
are good, they go to Mass, but only
serve to a certain point ... But when |
say service, | mean everything: service
to God in worship, in prayer, in praise;
service to others, when | have to do
it; service to the very end, because
Jesus is strong in this: So should it be
with you. When you have done all
you have been commanded, say, ‘We
are unprofitable servants. Gratuitous
service —service that asks for nothing
in return”.

Pope Francis continued that we also
distance ourselves from this attitude
of the service, when we try to “take
over control of the situation” The
Pope said this is something that "hap-
pened to the disciples, the Apostles
themselves": They would distance
people so as not to disturb Jesus, so
they could be at ease”. The disciples,
he said, " took control of the Lord's
time, took control of the power of the
Lord: they wanted Him all for their
little group”. They "took over control of

this attitude of service, turning it into
a power structure”.

The Pope said we can understand this
dynamic from observing the discus-
sion between James and John about
who was the greatest. Their mother
"goes to ask the Lord for one of her
sons to be Prime Minister and the
other minister of the economy, with
all the power in hand". This happens
even today when "Christians become
masters: masters of the faith, masters
of the Kingdom, masters of Salvation".
This happens; itis a temptation forall
Christians. Instead, the Lord speaks to
us about service: "Service in humility",
"service in hope, and this is the joy of
Christian service".

"In life we have to struggle so much
against the temptations that try
to distance us from this attitude of
service. Laziness leads to ease: half-
hearted service; taking control of the
situation, and to becoming master in-
stead of servant, which leads to arro-
gance, pride, to treating people badly,
to feeling important 'because | am
a Christian, | have salvation, and so
many things like this. The Lord gives
us these two great graces: humility in
service, in order to be able to say, 'We
are unprofitable servants - but ser-
vants - until the very end’; and hope
while waiting for the manifestation,
when the Lord will come to us".

Today's Gospel sounds puzzling to
contemporary readers, but it can
be made less so by considering the
economicsystem which stands be-
hind the parable. A steward is dis-
missed because he is squandering
his master's property. He is called
dishonest because he is not serv-
ing the interests of the rich man,
hisemployer.Inresponse the stew-

ard, in an attempt to ensure favor
for himself among the rich man's
debtors, brokers repayment of the
rich man's loans by foregoing the
interest and fees that had been
levied to line the steward's pock-
ets. It is this action, in which the
steward puts aside his greed and
takes the longer perspective in or-
der to enhance his security, which
is commended by the rich man.

The passage concludes with three
morals for the listeners. The first
exhorts the listener to be prudent
about the use of wealth. Like the
steward in the parable, those who
would follow Jesus must put tran-
sitory affairs in proper perspective.
Christians should handle the af-
fairs of temporal life with an eye
toward eternal life.

The second concerns trustworthi-
ness. Those who can be trusted in
small things can also be trusted in
great things. If Christians handle
money and other passing things
responsibly, then they can also be
trusted with the affairs of the King-
dom of God.

Finally, Jesus tells his listeners that
no one can serve two masters si-
multaneously. God must be put
ahead of money.
