Matthew 20:1-16 - Catechetical Sunday - “Do this in memory of me.”

Reflecting On The Gospel - Today’s Gospel is a parable that Jesus tells to help us better understand that there are some
things about God that are baffling. He says that a vineyard owner pays the same amount to everyone who worked in his
vineyard - no matter if they worked all day or half a day or only one hour. Everyone got the same pay. What’s up with that?
In this parable, God isn’t teaching us about fair and just business practices, and he isn’t teaching us to disregard our stan-
dards of what is fair and just. Rather, Jesus uses this parable to help us better understand that God’s generous love and
justice are far, far different from our standards of love and justice. Jesus uses this situation that is unacceptable by human
standards to baffle us, and our faith grows deeper and stronger when we accept that we cannot ever fully comprehend God
but love him just the same.
