Though | was not able to attend the festival in honor of Saint Anne at the end of July, | am thankful for all of the
hard work that the Festival Committee, led by Mr. John Romano, put into making what turned out to be a swel-
tering but nonetheless successful celebration of our patroness, Good Saint Anne. A donation of twenty-seven
thousand dollars was raised over the festival triduum.
