El Catecismo de la Iglesia nos explica por qué tenemos un Credo (Rf. 185-197).
Desde Su origen, la Iglesia Apostolica expreso su fe en formulas breves para todos.

Esta sintesis de fe no ha sido hecha segun opinions humanas, sino que se ha tomado
de Toda la Escritura lo mas importante, para dar en su integridad la tinica ensenanza de la fe.
A esta se le llama “Profesion de fe”, y también se le llama Credo, ya que la primera palabra
en ella es “Creo”.

Debe su gran autoridad al hecho de que es fruto de los dos primeros Concilios ecuménicos, como su
nombre lo indica respectivamente Concilio de Nicea afio 325 y el Concilio Constantinopla afio 381. Sigue
siendo hoy el simbolo comun de todas las Iglesias de Oriente y Occidente.

Recitar con fe el Credo es recorder nuestro Bautismo y entrar en communion con Dios Padre, Hijo y Espiritu
Santo, ese también entrar en comunion con toda la Iglesia que nos transmite la Fe y en el seno de la cual cree-
mos.

Reflecting On The Gospel - In today’s Gospel, Jesus tells a parable of ten women waiting to welcome a bridegroom with
the lights of their lamps. He says five are wise - they take flasks of oil with them; five are foolish - for they take no flasks
of oil with them.
