Blessed John Panl IT, quoting the words of Christ, wonld often enconrage ns: “Dio not be afraid!™ We shonld never
be afraid 1o pursne the tmth. hMayhe yon've had some of the following questions, yonrself

What does the Church teach about marned love?
What does this have to do wath contraception?
Does saying “yes™ to children at the altar mean never using contracepton?
