“The
traditional terms of "hours familiar in
the daily breviary, namely, matins, lauds,
terce, sext, none, vespers, and compline,
hawe been replaced bysimpler
terms under the hesdinge Cfler of
readings, moming prayer, three daytime
prayers, evening pray, and night prayer”
(The Cathelic Encpclopedia).

While the Liturgy of the Hours is
obligatory for the ordained, all Catholics
are encouraged to particpate in one or
more of the Hours. Many do moming
evening, or night prayer. Some parishes
hawe community evening prayer.
